Title of Lesson:   - Georgia in the American Revolution


	Objectives of Lesson:

SWBAT explain the direct and indirect causes of the American Revolution IOT analyze primary source documents.

	Standard Social Studies
SS8H3 The student will analyze the role of Georgia in the American Revolution. 
a. Explain the immediate and long-term causes of the American Revolution and their impact on Georgia; include the French and Indian War (Seven Years War), Proclamation of 1763, Stamp Act, Intolerable Acts, and the Declaration of Independence. 

b. Analyze the significance of people and events in Georgia on the Revolutionary War; include Loyalists, patriots, Elijah Clarke, Austin Dabney, Nancy Hart, Button Gwinnett, Lyman Hall, George Walton, Battle of Kettle Creek, and siege of Savannah.

        b.   Describe the role of Georgia at the Constitutional Convention of 1787; include the role of Abraham Baldwin and William Few, and reasons why Georgia ratified the new constitution

	Engage

	Designed to help students understand the learning task and make connections to past and present learning experiences. It should stimulate interest and prompt students to identify their own questions about the topic. Typical activities in this stage include posing a question, defining a problem, or demonstrating a discrepant event, then using small group discussions to stimulate and share ideas. Instructors help students connect previous knowledge to the new concepts introduced in the unit.

	Briefly describe the opening activity to engage students’ interest:  

Sponge Activity Daily Guided Lesson

•
Students will view the Brain Pop video Causes of the American Revolution to become familiar with the different taxes imposed on the colonists. Brain Pop is a subscription service. You will need a user/password in order to view video. Although, Brain Pop is one way to show students vocabulary, it is not the only way.

Collaborative Lesson

•
Have students analyze the “Join or Die” political cartoon. Be sure to discuss Benjamin Franklin as the author, and the significance in the chosen animal of the snake. Students should quickly identify the parts of the snake as the colonies, but direct them to a conversation of what colonies aren’t listed.

Students will create a timeline of the events that caused the American Revolution from the French & Indian War to the Declaration of Independence     (DOK 2)

Working with a partner, students should read and examine the Declaration of Independence. They should make a list of complaints found in the Declaration against the king. Then the partners should decide which three complains they feel is the most damaging to the colonists‟ relationship to the king. They should then rewrite these three complaints in their own words. They need to explain why this action by the king was so grievous to the colonists. (DOK Level 3)

Independent Practice

•
Individually, Students should imagine themselves living in the American colonies in the 1770‟s. Each student should then write a letter to either King George III or Parliament giving arguments why the laws and acts passed by Parliament violated the colonists‟ rights. Exchange letters. Read and analyze the letter from their classmate. Then reverse roles. They are now members of Parliament or King George III. This time the student should respond to the colonist’s letter by giving reasons why the laws and taxes they imposed on the colonists were necessary and just. Follow with a class discussion. (DOK Level 3)

	Questions to be posed for group discussion:


	Explore

	Students have the opportunity to get directly involved with key concepts through guided exploration of information. They begin identifying patterns and make connections to other disciplines. Frequently, students will diverge from the slated activity to explore their own questions, continually building on their knowledge base. In this stage, instructors observe and listen to students as they interact with each other and the information provided. Probing questions help students clarify their understanding and redirect their investigations when necessary.

•
What were the causes, both direct and indirect of the American Revolution against England?

•
How did the French & Indian War impact Georgia?

•
Why were some Georgians reluctant to rebel against Great Britain?

•
What role did the Liberty Boys play in the implementation of the Stamp Act?

•
Why did the colonists think it was unfair for Britain to place taxes on them? 

•
Having read about the acts passed by Britain, do you think you would have joined in the protests? How would you have participated?




	Explain

	Students are introduced more formally to the lesson’s concepts. Through readings and discussions, students gain understanding of the major concepts and can verify answers to questions or problems posed earlier. In addition, more abstract concepts not easily explored in earlier activities are introduced and explained. As students formulate new ideas, appropriate vocabulary can be introduced. 

	Content media & major concepts

	Relevant vocabulary:
· American Revolution- War for independence fought between the 13 colonies and Great Britain. 

· Analyze-To break into smaller parts. 

· Boston Tea Party (1773)- An act of protest that occurred in Boston, Massachusetts, on December 16, 1773; a group of colonists dressed as Indians dumped 342 chests of tea in Boston Harbor to protest the Tea Act. 

· Declaration of Independence (1776) - Document adopted by the Continental Congress that officially declared the colonies’ independence from Great Britain. 

· First Continental Congress (1774) - The first convention of delegates from 12 of the 13 colonies that gathered to discuss the colonists’ reaction to the Intolerable Acts. 

· French & Indian War (Seven Years War)-Several small battles beginning in 1754 between the French (and their Native American allies) and British colonies over North American territory. 

· Intolerable Acts-A series of laws passed by Parliament in 1774 to punish Massachusetts colonists for the Boston Tea Party. 

· Liberty Boys- The Georgia chapter of the Sons of Liberty; established in protest of the Stamp Act. 

· Loyalists- Colonists who were loyal to Great Britain. 

· Militia –Citizen soldiers; the state’s armed forces. 

· Patriot- A colonist who wanted to become independent from Great Britain. 

· Preamble- The beginning of a document that explains why the document exists. In the case of the Declaration of Independence the preamble explains natural rights. 

· Proclamation of 1763-An order by the British government forbidding American colonists to settle west of the Appalachian Mountains. 

· Sons of Liberty- Group established by Sam Adams in Boston, Massachusetts, to protest the Stamp Act and other English taxes. 

Stamp Act-A law passed by Parliament in 1765 that required all legal and commercial documents to carry an official stamp showing a tax had been made.


	Elaborate

	Students expand on what they have learned and apply their newfound knowledge to a different situation. They test ideas more thoroughly and explore additional relationships. Providing closure to the lesson and verifying student understanding is critical at this point.
